TIME MANAGEMENT 
A very important study skill is time management.  By developing good time management skills, students 
will have time to do their homework, chores, practices, and still have plenty of time left for fun.  Good time 
management needs to become a habit in order to be effective.  Here are some ideas for good time 
management. 
 

¶ Make a list of all the things you need to get done.  Your agenda is a good place to 
write your list.  Look at your schedule the night before, so you can plan for the next day.  
There is no time like the present to get in the habit of writing down appointments, practices, 
and assignments in your agenda. 

¶ Use class time and study halls wisely.  Always use the time your teachers give you in 
class to start on homework.  This is a great time to ask questions/ask for help, so work at 
home is a ñpiece of cake.ò 

¶ Create a study plan.  Your study plan needs to be based on whatôs going to work for 
you, and might vary a little from day to day.  Always save a good amount of time each day 
for school work.  If you donôt have any homework, use the time to review notes, do 
flashcards, or work on long-term projects. 

¶ Prepare for distractions. Identify anything that could interrupt your study time and 
figure out how to eliminate or avoid it.  For example, study in a quiet area.
